The forests of the Amur River basin stand out from   all other forests of this country in variety and wealth of their species Suffice it to say that there are over 200 species of trees and bushes here, many of which, in wild condition, are found only in the Far East – for example the Korean cedar, the Amur cork tree, the Manchurian ash-tree, the Mongolian oak-tree, the Amur vine, Schizadra chinensis, Aktinia and many other.
There is also a light taiga’ in the Amur River basin. This is our leaf – bearing birch forests Among the other Far Eastern forests they are the largest in the area they occupy.
The Amur River basin cannot do without the pine forests. The light pine forests, suffused with the fragrance of pine, are located mainly in the north of the Amur Region, but pine trees can be found also in parterres, in groups and like small is lands is the Lower Amur, in the Amur River basian. The forests are an arena of hunting. From the rabbit, squirrel, wolf, and fox – such is the variegated and incomplete list of the dwellers of the expanses of the Amur River basin.
